 A Note from Father Buehler 

 

 Please welcome Father Bob Weber to our parish 

this weekend. Fr. Weber has covered St. John’s another weekend when I 

was on vacation, so perhaps many of you might remember him. “A few 

years ago” he was an associate pastor at Sacred Heart Church here in 

Utica. Now he is the “chief of chaplains” for the New York State Correc-

tional Facilities in our county. I am sure Father will have a good spiritual 

message for you. 

 Literally, I was in a state of shock Monday afternoon when I watched 

our painting and renovation contractor and his workers take over the 

Church and start to cover everything in plastic. I am praying that it will 

be as beautiful as the renditions they showed us. Also, daily Mass in our 

parish center, was a different experience but thanks to our maintenance 

men, Gary and Eulace, they had us set up and ready to go. Certainly, it is 

a more intimate situation compared to our 900 seat Church.  

 Last weekend our seventh, eighth, ninth and tenth graders met at Mt. 

Carmel Church to begin practices  for the stations of the Cross. They 

meet there every Sunday beginning at 5:00 PM. Anyone who wishes to 

assist in this endeavor should call the office or our Faith Formation Di-

rector, Nancy Manley. 

 As we mentioned when we distributed our financial report a couple 

of weeks ago, we have been asked by the Bishop, like every other parish 

in the diocese, to conduct an increased Sunday offering campaign. Our 

Sunday collections are really what we depend on to pay our weekly bills. 

Over the past 10 to 15 years our collections have not been as much as our 

bills. Fortunately, up to this point, people who died and left St. John’s as 

a legatee in their wills have filled the gap for us. However, over the past 

few years this has been a dwindling source of income. People are just not 

doing this like they used to so we are not able to “plan” on this as in-

come. 

 What we will be trying to accomplish over the next few weeks is to 

have people prayerfully consider what their return to God should be for 

all He has done for us. Do I share my time, my talent  and my treasure 

with my Church in proportion to what God has given me? When was the 

last time that I was able to raise my Sunday offering a $1 or $2 each 

week? Obviously, some have done this and we are grateful. Some have 

not been able to because of financial restraints, but have been sharing 

their time and talents in one of our Church organizations.  Some have 

been giving the same amount for years. What I am asking is that we all 

pray about this situation and ask God to assist us in making the proper 

return to God for all God does for us. Pray for the Church and all our 

undertakings -  they are necessary for us to be pleasing to God.

Dear Brothers and Sisters in Christ: 

 

 I write to you concerning an alarming and serious matter that negatively impacts the Church in the 

United States directly, and that strikes at the fundamental right to religious liberty for all citizens of any faith. 

The federal government, which claims to be “of, by, and for the people”, has just dealt a heavy blow to almost 

a quarter of those people - the Catholic population - and to the millions more who are served by the Catholic 

faithful. 

 The U. S. Department of Health and Human Services announced last week that almost all employers, in-

cluding Catholic employers, will be forced to offer their employees’ health coverage that includes sterilization, 

abortion-inducing drugs and contraception. Almost all health insurers will be forced to include those 

“services” in the health policies they write. And almost all individuals will be forced to buy that coverage as a 

part of their policies. 

 In so ruling, the Administration has cast aside the First Amendment to the Constitution of the United 

States, denying to Catholics our Nation’s first and most fundamental freedom, that of religious liberty. And as 

a result, unless the rule is overturned, we Catholics will be compelled either to violate our consciences, or to 

drop health coverage for our employees (and suffer the penalties for doing so). The Administration’s sole con-

cession was to give our institutions one year to comply. 

 We cannot - we will not - comply with this unjust law. People of faith cannot be made second class citizens. 

We are already joined by our brothers and sisters of all faiths and many others of good will in this important 

effort to regain our religious freedom. Our parents and grandparents did not come to these shores to help 

build America’s cities and towns, its infrastructure and institutions, its enterprise and culture, only to have 

their posterity stripped of their God given rights. In generations past, the Church has always been able to 

count on the faithful to stand up and protect her sacred rights and duties. I hope and trust she can count on 

this generation of Catholics to do the same. Our children and grandchildren deserve nothing less. 

 And therefore, I would ask of you two things. First, as a community of faith we must commit ourselves to 

prayer and fasting that wisdom and justice may prevail, and religious liberty may be restored. Without God, 

we can do nothing; with God, nothing is impossible. Second, I would also recommend visiting  

www.usccb.org/conscience, to learn more about this severe assault on religious liberty, and how to contact 

Congress in support of legislation that would reverse the Administration’s decision.
